However, the soldiers also held t
views. They grew up with some and identified with others as
adults precisely during their military service. Such modes of per-
sonal religious worship did not have an official place within mil-
itary camps, but were not forbidden. Many military votive mon-
uments refer precisely to personal beliefs, so camps are often
surrounded by altars dedicated to, or reflecting vows given to
gods from distant native lands, or local deities that the newly-ar-
rived soldiers wanted to connect with, to be on the safe side. An-
cient religions, due to their frequently common roots, but also
due to inherent polytheistic beliefs, were very adaptable, so it
was relatively easy to adopt new deities into the existing pan-
theon wherein, over time, certain beliefs became more or less
popular.Syncretismis an abstract concept that can be described
as a mixture of religious influences and beliefs, i.e. as a form of
conjoining different religious doctrines into a new one contain-
ing elements of the existing cults. Romans were familiar with
syncretism from early on, seeing as they had previously accept-
ed Greek religious heritage, and “identified” their original Etrus-
can and Italian deities with Greek ones, which did not pose spe-
cial problems as they belonged to the similar Mediterranean
circle. Some deities, undoubtedly due to their common ancient
‘oots, were easy to “assimilate”, such as Jupiter and Zeus, but,
In some cases, the similarities between original deities were
ess obvious and required some adaptation. The Roman Diana
and the Greek Artemis, or Mars and Ares, differed to a smaller or
greater extent, and so did the degree of worshiping them. When
the Romans would acceptanother culture’s religious belief, they
valued them as much as their original beliefs. Since their notion
of spirituality was open, it was easy to integrate foreign beliefs
Into their religious practice in parallel to spreading their terri-
tory. Despite that, they did not always appropriate the accom-
panying cultural customs, but adapted the new beliefs to their
traditions. Also, they did not necessarily accept all the aspects
of a certain religion, but could have additionally adapted it and
created a new belief that could be significantly different from
the original model. In Rome, Hellenistic syncretistic deities like
Serapis and Isis fell on fertile soil among worshippers, while the
equally popular Mithras, the Cybele of Asia Minor, the Greek Di-
onysius (somewhat equated to the god Liber), or the Anatolian
Sabazios, started to differ from the original, to a lesser or great-
er extent, through Roman interpretations.

Neither were the eastern gods solely accepted by Roman
worshippers, nor was it an exclusively Roman custom to appro-
priate the beliefs of others: by spreading to the western prov-
Inces and the Balkans, syncretistic beliefs were also created by

“equating” Celtic, Germanic or local deities with Roman ones. In
the territory of Illyricum, for example, the Italic god Silvanus
was connected to autochthonous local deity (or deities) of un-
known name(s), and was very popular, as attested to by the large
number of votive monuments erected by the natives, but also by
soldiers stationed in Illyricum.”
